Foss Park – our new mental health facility for the Vale of York. Opening Tuesday 21 April

Foss Park our new, purpose-built mental health facility on Haxby Road, York has it’s official opening on Tuesday 21 April. Services from facilities in York at Peppermill Court, Cherry Tree House, Meadowfields and Huntington House, along with the Cedar and Rowan wards at Harrogate District Hospital will move under transition to the new facility. The local Nightingale hospital, based in Harrogate, will officially launch at 2.30pm on 21 April with a virtual ceremony inside the building. Captain Tom Moore has been invited to be the guest of honour at the official opening as a way of honouring the Yorkshire native’s fundraising efforts. The 99-year-old war veteran, now a household name and chart topper, has raised for more than £27 million for the NHS.

The opening of Foss Park, York

Dear partners,

We are delighted to announce that Foss Park, our new, purpose-built mental health hospital in York, will

officially open ahead of schedule tomorrow (Tuesday 21 April).

We started this project in 2016 and our aim has always been to build an innovative, cutting-edge
hospital that provides the highest quality of care for our local communities - and challenges the
traditional views of a typical mental health hospital. We believe that Foss Park has achieved that.
Importantly we also wanted to ensure that there was service user and carer involvement throughout the

lifespan of the project.

Located on Haxby Road in York, Foss Park is a 72-bed hospital which provides two adult, single sex
wards (Ebor ward — female adult beds / Minster ward — male adult beds) and two older people’s wards
(Wold View for people with dementia and Moor Croft for people with mental health conditions such as

psychosis, severe depression or anxiety).

All wards provide ground floor, single bedrooms with en-suite bathrooms, lots of natural light and
access to outdoor garden areas with multiple therapy spaces including the use of internal planted

courtyards.

Foss Park also has a Section 136 assessment suite — a place of safety for people detained under
Section 136 of the Mental Health Act, an electroconvulsive therapy (ECT) suite and dedicated space for
research and development. York’s adult and older people’s crisis teams and the care home and

dementia team will also relocate to Foss Park.
Service user and carer involvement has been embedded throughout the development of Foss Park.

More than 50 design workshops involving service users and carers, along with clinical staff, have been
facilitated to help inform the design of the build and help us to improve understanding of and raise
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awareness of their needs. Service users and carers were also part of the working group which

proposed the hospital site and ward names.

In total the Trust has invested approximately £40.6m in the development, which includes VAT, fees and

the land purchase.
Services will move into Foss Park from the following Trust sites:

e Peppermill Court, York

e Cherry Tree House, York

e Meadowfields, York

e Cedar and Rowan wards, Briary Wing at Harrogate District Hospital

e Some services currently at Huntington House, York

There will be a phased approach to services moving into Foss Park over the next few weeks, beginning

with patients from Peppermill Court tomorrow (Tuesday 21 April).

As we're sure you can appreciate, we are working in very different and difficult times. To get to this
position, particularly with all of the current challenges, is an incredible achievement. The teams involved
in this - both within our Trust and partner organisations - have been working extremely hard to make
sure that the project ran to schedule, especially in these last few weeks, so we are hugely thankful to

everyone involved.
We had hoped to offer tours of Foss Park ahead of the official opening as we wanted to give you the
opportunity to visit the hospital once building work was complete. As this isn’'t possible at the moment

we are working on plans to provide future opportunities to do this.

We will also make sure that we properly celebrate the opening of Foss Park when we're able to —and

we hobe that you will be able to join us.

We will provide further updates as services move into Foss Park and thank you for your continued

support.
