Adoption and Fostering Medicals – New Video Medical

Working with North Yorkshire County Council, City of York Council, Designated Doctors for Safeguarding in both areas and the LMC, a new video consultation medical has been agreed. This is mostly questions. For the first time it will include PHQ-2 and GAD-2 as mental health issues in prospective parents pose the greatest threat to the children’s welfare. Home blood pressure monitoring will be needed as part of the medical. Please continue to carry out  this vital work to support the work of the safeguarding teams at this time of great need.

Delirium and considerations during the Covid-19 pandemic

NHS England and Improvement’s National Dementia Programme is hosting a webinar on specific considerations for delirium during COVID-19.
