New Yorkshire and Humber Health Protection Team (HPT) outbreak reporting and response process for Acute Respiratory Infections (Covid-19, Flu, or unidentified ARI) 
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· The new web-based Report an Outbreak Tool is an online Outbreak Risk Assessment Tool for Care Settings which is being rolled out nationally.
· The Report an Outbreak Tool should be used by Adult Social Care (ASC) settings to report new outbreaks of Acute Respiratory Infection (ARI) including COVID-19, influenza (flu), unidentified ARI (e.g. chest infections), and single confirmed cases of Influenza. 
· Care settings can report ARI outbreaks directly online via the Report an Outbreak Tool without needing to call/email the HPT first, thus saving valuable time. 
· This Report an Outbreak Tool is being launched in Yorkshire and Humber on 6th October 2025
· ASC providers will receive a copy of their submitted information immediately and an initial advice email based on the infection and risks reported. Yorkshire and Humber HPT staff will review the risk assessment and provide further advice as required.
